4. Unfinished Business: 
 

A. The Board will consider the request of Ghassan M. Saab on behalf of SGT, Ltd I, to receive one of the 
Township’s Quota, Class C Liquor Licenses to be used in conjunction with Ichiban Grill, a restaurant to 
be located in “The Silverton Collection” on Hill Road. 
 

B. The Board will consider the request of the Fire Commission to place a ballot question on the August 3, 
2010, Election for the residents to decide if they will support a one (1) mill levy to operate the Grand 
Blanc Fire Department.  Attorney Lattie will develop the Ballot Language for adoption at the May 13, 
2010, meeting. 
 

C. The Board will consider the request of the Fire Commission to adopt the Proposed Articles of 
Incorporation for Act 57.  The Fire Commission will continue to operate in its present manner, but will 
be able to hold title to property and apply for grants.  

 
5. New Business: 

 
A. The Board will consider adopting the State of Michigan’s “Local Governing Body Resolution for 

Charitable Gaming Licenses,” acknowledging The Grand Blanc Community Schools Soccer Parents, Inc., is 
a non-profit organization operating in our community.  Adopting this Resolution allows them to apply to 
the State for Charitable Gaming Licenses.  Their President, Rob Trudeau of 3375 Pollock Road has 
provided documentation of their non-profit status.     

 
B. The Board will consider authorizing Police Chief Stamm to designate one patrol officer to be assigned for 

a three-year period to the Genesee Auto Theft Investigate Network [GAIN].    The officer’s wages and 
benefits would be shared 50/50 by the Township and GAIN. 
 

C. The Board will consider adopting the Multi-use Path Agreement with the Genesee County Road 
Commission to act as lead agency with MDOT for securing funds for the construction of a sidewalk in the 
road right-of-way on the west side of Dort Highway from Edward Street to Gibson Street.  The projected 
cost for the Project is $106,174.00 – the Federal CMAQ Funds [SAFETEA-LU Congestion Mitigation and 
Air Quality Funds] will pay $84,939.00 and the Township pays $21,235.00.

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D. The Board will consider awarding the bid for the replacement of nine (9) fire hydrants on Hill Road with 
the cost to be paid from the Water Fund to the low bidder Zito Construction at a cost of $1,616.00 each.  
DPW Director Kirk Richardson received “Requests for Proposals” from three (3) companies, which were 
opened by the Clerk on Friday, April 16, 2010.     
 

E. The Board will consider implementing the Detroit Water and Sewage Department water rates for the 
2010-2011 cycles, which will be effective July 1, 2010.  The Genesee County Drain Commissioner’s Office 
stated the proposed rate increase to Flint/Genesee County residents represents a 10.7% rate increase or 
$1.53 per 1,000 cubic feet – about $22.00 per years for the average customer.  David Lattie left message 
to do this at the May meeting. 
 

F. The Board will consider the appointment of an Election Commission comprised of the Clerk and (2) two 
Trustees, who are responsible for overseeing pre-election logic and accuracy testing in accordance with 
the laws of the State of Michigan.   
 

G. The Board will consider establishing a Receiving Board for Township Elections, in accordance with MCL 
168.679a, to verify containers are sealed properly and Poll Book / State of Votes are properly recorded. 
 

H. The Board will consider authorizing the purchase six (6) 2,500 lb. pallets of Crack Sealing for a total cost 
of $13,200 from Davison Township requested by DPW Director Richardson. 
 

I. The Board will consider authorizing the DPW to crack seal the following roads in 2010:  Need names.  
 

J. The Board will consider the Proposal from our Auditors, Plante & Moran, LLC, to develop a Five-Year 
Financial Model for 2010 through 2015 to provide a financial road map for the Township.  
 

K. The Board will review the Mechanic Bay Analysis provided by Architect Ted Hu. 
 

L. The Board will review the Government Center Roof Proposal provided by DPW Kirk Richardson
